APPLICATION 

Artists are invited to submit entries to the 2010 Up the Garden Path sculptural exhibition to be staged amongst the plantings at Olive Pink Botanic Garden between 5th June and 5th July 2010. 

Entries need to be received by 29th May 2010 

The theme is Metamorphosis and works can be in any medium 

There will be 4 prize categories: Overall Winner; People’s Choice, Recycled Art and Youth (under 16 y) 

The event is expected to attract an audience of over 3,000 visitors across four weeks 

Works can be available for sale during the exhibition period

All sculptures must be robust enough to exhibit in outside settings. Fragile pieces may be able to be exhibited within gazebos or shelters scattered around the Garden. There is limited space available in the main exhibition room so please contact the curator@opbg.com.au if you wish to use this space. Sculptures may be made from any material and made to be free-standing or (if less than 10 kg) suspended. Sculptures submitted for entry must address the theme Metamorphosis in some way. 

The works will be exhibited amongst the Garden plantings, so there is a limitation to the maximum size and weight of the finished pieces as placement of works cannot rely on vehicle transport within the Garden setting. 

All works submitted qualify for entry into the Overall Winner and People’s Choice categories. Works submitted by artists under 16 years of age (on June 1st 2009) may also be submitted into the Youth category. 

Artists must comply with all necessary permits or cultural restrictions when collecting materials such as rocks or plant or animal material for use in works. 

Site selection: 

Artists will be able to nominate their preferred sites for the showing of their work, but the final site selection for all sculptures in the exhibition will be made by the Curator of Olive Pink Botanic Garden. 

The whole site is unpowered for the purposes of works in the exhibition, and so any recorded sound or image projection must be electricity-independent. 

Transportation to and from the site: 

Artists are responsible for the transportation of their sculptures to and from (if not sold) the exhibition site and for removing all packaging materials from the site. 

Any unsold sculptures that are not collected from Olive Pink Botanic Garden two weeks after the close of the exhibition (5th June-5th July) will be become the property of Olive Pink Botanic Garden and may be disposed of as seen fit. 

Installation, de-installation & maintenance: 

The responsibility for installing, de-installing and maintaining sculptures in a presentable condition throughout the exhibition is the artist’s. Installation of works must occur between 8am and 7pm on Monday 1st June and Wednesday 3rd June. Any works installed later than 3rd June will not necessarily be included in the catalogue. De—installation of works can occur between 4pm and 7pm on Sunday 5th July or between 8am and 6pm Monday-Wednesday 6-8th July. 

Artists must not damage the site or plantings in any way during the installation or de-installation process. 

Artists exhibit at their own risk: 
All risk in the exhibition of a sculpture remains with the artist at all times, irrespective of the weather conditions, or whether the work is being handled by OPBG staff. Artists authorize OPBG staff to move their sculpture or remove it from the site for any reason, including but not limited to public safety, damage or potential damage to the sculpture. 

The exhibition site is fenced and the gates locked between the hours of 6pm and 8am, but there is no regular security patrol after hours, nor is there a guaranteed staff presence at the exhibition site during opening hours. 

Olive Pink Botanic Garden does not have an accidental and malicious damage insurance policy to cover the sculptures during the course of the exhibition. 
Exhibition sales 

Artists can nominate whether they want their works to be available for sale during the exhibition period, and nominate the price they want to receive for their work. Olive Pink Botanic Garden will then add on a commission fee of 20% of the nominated price to the final price of the work. Olive Pink Botanic Garden staff will manage the sales of works, and payments to artists for the sale of their work will be made within two weeks of receipt of full payment from the buyer. 

Entry fee: 

An entry fee of $20 ($10 concession, or $10 for children under 16 years) must be paid by each artist. This fee helps cover the costs of catalogue publication, exhibition signage, and advertising for the exhibition. 

Artists submitting more than one work will be charged $30 entry fee, regardless of the number of works entered. 

Entry fees must be paid to Olive Pink Botanic Garden on submission of the entry form (closing date 16th May) or prior to works being accepted for exhibition. 

Prizes* 

All works will be judged by an expert panel selected by Olive Pink Botanic Garden. 

The People’s Choice winner will be selected by public ballot. 

* Prizes have yet to be confirmed - but sponsorship is being sourced for these early in 2010.
